My mother and father were very staunc
Methodists, so | grew up with a very
strong church background. My father
was the church organist and choir dire
tor, and | became very familiar with the
hymns of Methodism.



OFavourite Hymns©o
Maltbie Babcock, who wrote this hymn,
was born in Syracuse, New York in
1858. After he graduated from Syracuse
University he received a degree in The-
ology from Auburn Theological College
and became Pastor of the Presbyterian
Church at Lockport, New York, which is
located approximately 25 kilometers
east of Niagara Falls.

Maltbie was described as having
"brilliant intellect and stirring oratorical
powers".

Whilst living in Lockport, Babcock took
frequent walks along the Niagra Escarp-
ment to enjoy the panoramic vista of the
surrounding countryside and the views
over Lake Ontario.He would tell his wife
when he set out on his walks, he "was
going out to see my Fathers world".

He wrote many poems over his lifetime,
amongst them the verses of this hymn.
Babcock died in Italy in 1901 at age 42
of a sudden illness.

Stanely Oliver, a renowned Canadian
organist and choir master, adapted the
tune set out for this hymn from a tradi-
tional English melody in the late 1920s.

The hymn appeals to me because of the

lakes, the feel of the wind in the trees,
the colours of Fall, | could go on for
ever!

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A NOTE FROM
JAKOB PUGI

This past summer Jakob Pugi trav-
elled to Kenya as a part of the inter-
national organization known as
GCNBS ¢KS
raise a lot of funds to make this trip
possible and many member of
SSOTH offered their support in a
variety ways. Jakob also received
financial assistance from the Special
Gifts Fund and the Rev. Dr. Albion
Wright Youth Travelling Fund.

To everyone who supported me,

| just wanted to say thank you so
much for allowing me to have the
amazing experience that | did in
Kenya. The trip was one of hard
work, and learning so many differ-
ent things about the world. I've seen
so much on this trip that | never
would have been able to under-
stand before, and it's really given
me a new perspective on how life
and the world goes on. Seeing the
people there was such an inspira-
tion, because every person | met
had such an acceptance with their
lot in life, and were all so happy to
be living everyday. It didn't matter
what the conditions were, or what
their future held, the fact was they
enjoyed living in their communities.
If | wasn't inspired before this trip, |
certainly am now. I'm going to give
a brief summary of what my trip
was like everyday and include a
few pictures of what | did, to hope-
fully give a bit of an idea to what
my experience was like.

We stayed in the community of

I KAf RNS

Enelerai in the Masai Mara area of Ken-
ya, right beside the Kisaruni girls
boarding high school and the Baraka
Health Clinic, both Free The Children
projects. The high school had their first
class this year of grade nines, with just
under fifty girls staying there. The girls

efinite plans for what they wanted to
do after high school, from being law-
yers to dentists to working for a news
station. To be honest they certainly
know more about what they want to do
than | did two years ago.

Every day we woke up at 7:30 for
weekdays and 8 for weekends, had
breakfast and then, most days, went to
the worksite. We worked for around
three hours on the buildsite, then went
back for lunch. In the afternoon we did
a bunch of different activities, from
leadership activities, to hikes, to walks
in the community, to meeting with the
locals and understanding what their
lives are like, to playing soccer (oh sor-
ry, it's football there) with the girls. The
work was hard, we ended working on
two separate projects through the
course of the trip, the first was break-
ing ground and digging trenches for
the maternity ward to be built at the
health clinic, and the second was build-
ing an outdoor study center for the
girls at the high school. Digging trench-



es involved pick axing the ground, and
then shoveling out the rocks and dirt
you dug up. The ground was mostly
rocks and not too much dirt, so | ended
up taking out probably around 200 rocks
the size of two of my fists out of my
trench, and a couple were really big and
took two people to get out.

For the outdoor study center we made a
cement base, which involved mixing 16
wheelbarrows of sand with 4 bags of
cement and 16 wheelbarrows or rocks,
then mixing small parts with water until
it got nice and sticky, then shoveling the
cement into wheelbarrows, moving it up
to the foundation and patting it down.
The work was very rewarding, knowing
that | started building something that is
going to have babies be born in it in up-
coming years was really special.

I'd also like to let you all know that my
parents matched the money | received
from all of you, and they are donating
that money to Free The Children. One
thing I learned that made me happy to
be working with this organization is that
only nine cents from every dollar goes
towards administration. Free the Chil-
dren has sister companies such as Me to
We that pay these administration costs.

So thank you again for all supporting
me, this experience is something I'm
definitely going to take with me
throughout my life. My ultimate goal
is to work for the NGO Doctors with-
out Borders, and this trip has com-
pletely reinforced my drive to get
there. One thing I'm taking away from
this trip is a form of determination,
because | know that | have the ability
to help others, and now | have the
drive to make sure | use what | have
to benefit whoever | can. Thank you
again for helping me get to this point,
and if you have any questions I'm
more than happy to answer them.
They say the biggest difference you
can make from these trips is to spread
the word about the issues in the
world, and to try to inspire others in
their own worlds. No one can expect
to get everyone they know to make
worldwide differences, but | hope that
| personally will make small changes
in my everyday life, and | hope that |
can inspire others to do the same. So
one more time, thank you so much,
this was the trip of a lifetime.
